Grammar, punctuation, and spelling  

· Entries are to reflect grade-appropriate grammar, punctuation, and spelling.

Size  

· Submit entries on white paper, not to exceed 81/2 inches by 11 inches.

Originality

· Each entry must be the original work of one student only.  Use of copyright material is prohibited.
